11/24/1  Attendance and Apologies 
To record attendance and receive apologies.

11/24/1.1 Community Councilors present – Councilors , Bernadette Martin, Zoe Davies, Nigel George, Roger Smith, Brandon Ham and Cllr Chris Thomas.  Chair was Cllr Nigel George.

11/24/1.2 Apologies were received from Cllr Arrianna Leonard and Cllr Phillippa Leonard.

11/24/2 Minutes of the previous meeting 
These were received as a true record Cllr Bernadette Martin proposed and Cllr Zoe Davies seconded that the minutes were correct.

11/24/3 Matters arising 
(a)Xmas lights –The lights had been examined and a few were noted as broken, the contractor was to determine if these could be fixed.
(b) Events committee had been met and would update later in the meeting.
